1.  Read the contract.  Sign the contract and return.
2. $300 booking fee must be received before semen will be sent.

3. Credit Card #, expiration date, 3 digit code on the back of the card.

(semen will not be collected and sent without a credit card on file)

4. Photocopy of the mares registration papers, both front and back
5. Mares taken to the breeding facility need to be current on vaccinations,    

deworming, and any previous breeding history would be useful. If the mare arrives at the breeding facility/veterinary hospital injured or sick, she will be treated at the owner’s expense.

6. Dr Jacobson, the attending veterinarian is a full time equine veterinarian. She and her associate will make every effort to accommodate breeding requests for you, however, in the event of a veterinary emergency, after hours requests, holidays, or exceptional circumstances; we may not be able to send chilled semen.  We have frozen semen available for shipment from a facility in UT.  They also will make every effort to accommodate your requests, however, they are not open on Sundays or holidays.  I guess the bottom line is communication.  This definitely involves teamwork on both ends to get the best results.
